Venue 

The Championship will be held in Primorsko, situated at the Black Sea coast, 52 km south of Burgas. 
Primorsko is a relatively small town (population 3000), but one of the well-known Bulgarian sea 
resorts. Many factors make it a preferable destination for the summer vacation – ecologically pure 
region, 10-km-long beach, active nightlife. 

The weather in Primorsko at the beginning of September is almost without exception sunny with still 
summer maximum temperatures of 25 - 26 degrees C. Early in the morning at sunrise, the minimum 
temperatures are 15 - 16 degrees C. Afternoons are perfect for the beach. 



Second event 

Besides the Championship, between 28 and 31 August 2024, another ARDF competition, so-called 
Euro ARDF Cup, will be held in Primorsko, too, but on different terrains.

Transportation  

Some of the teams travel, as tradition, by their own bus/cars. The rest may select their final 
destination among Burgas Railway Station, Burgas International Airport (70 km away from the 
venue) or Varna International Airport (180 km away from the venue). The distance from Sofia Airport 
to Primorsko is 424 km. The organizers will provide transfers to the venue and back upon request, 
made at least 10 days in advance. The price of the transfer per person will be calculated according 
to the number of applicants..  

Accommodation 

The accommodation for both events will be organized in Primorsko club, Hotel Forest Beach ****, 
one of the best hotels in Primorsko https://forestbeach.bg/bg 

 

Accommodation will be ALL INCLUSIVE in studios for two people. Cheaper accommodation for 
three people in a studio is also possible. The studios consist of two rooms - one with a bedroom and 
the other with a large sofa. Of course there is a bathroom and a toilet. 

Single accommodation is also possible, but for a very limited number of people. Therefore, we ask 
all those who wish to use this option to state this as soon as possible to lz3nn@abv.bg 

The conditions for ALL INCLUSIVE are described on the hotel website, but just in case, we describe 
the main ones: 

- three meals a day + intermediate meals by request; 

- free Bulgarian non-alcoholic and alcoholic drinks in the bars on the territory of the complex from 
09:00 to 23:00; 

- umbrella and sunbed at the designated places on the beach (until they run out).
